|]l In the age of perestroika and glasnosf, it is rather pecu-
liar that thus far in Western legal literature hardly any
attention has been paid to Soviet shipping law, the more
so since the Soviet merchant marine is among the big-
jest merchant fleets of the world. Many goods destined
for Western countries are carried by Soviet vessels. In
numerous cases, Soviet law applies to the respective
:ontracts of carriage of goods by sea. Western lawyers,
lowever, are usually not familiar with Soviet maritime law.
The present study dealing with Soviet maritime transpor-
tation law puts an end to this lacuna. Next to a descrip-
tion of the statutory framework, the volume highlights the
arbitration practice in this field.
The study shows that in spite of a number of peculiarities
esulting from state directed merchant shipping, Soviet
aw of carriage of goods by sea is very much in line with
he Western legal system under the Hague Rules,
although the USSR did not adhere to the Hague or
Hague-Visby Rules.
