A Network on Ethics and
Intellectual Disability

Intellectual disability constitutes one of those fields in healthcare where ethical
reflection is sorely needed because of various social and political pressures. In
particular the concern for the position of mentally handicapped persons in soci-
ety calls for serious attention from people who are either engaged in, or commit-
ted to healthcare ethics.

The International Network on Ethics and Intellectual Disability is being es-
tablished to support the effort of such people and enable them to share their
interests and concerns in this field with others. The aim of the network is to
communicate information on research programs, policy developments, and pub-
lications.

A Newsletter called Ethics and Intellectual Disability will be published twice a
year, starting in April 1995. At a later stage the possibility of scientific meetings
will be taken into consideration.
