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APLS 1984 Business
Meeting

The annual business meeting
of the Association for Politics
and the Life Sciences was
held on August 31, 1984 at the
Washington Hilton Hotel in
Washington, D.C. in conjunc-
tion with the convention of the
American Political Science As-
sociation. Thomas C. Wiegele,
executive director, presided.

The membership received
financial and subscription re-
ports for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1984. The July 1,
1983 beginning balance was
$2,638.62. This, plus fiscal
year 1984 income of
$3,806.60, less expenses of
$3,008.11, left an end balance
of $3,437.11.

Following the APLS finan-
cial report, Wiegele reported
on APLS activities funded by
the grant from the Lilly En-
dowment. The grant supports
a graduate assistant who will
gather materials and begin to
assemble curriculum guides.
This effort commenced Au-
gust 15, 1984. The grant also
supports various efforts in-
volved in expanding the APLS

membership over a 3-year pe- .

riod. In the first year, promo-
tional literature was mailed to
the following groups: 1) Librar-
ies of institutions with gradu-
ate programs in political sci-
ence; 2) Libraries of 4-year
colleges; 3) Biology depart-
ment chairs of 4-year colleges;
4) Contributors to relevant

journals, and; 5) Subscribers
to relevant journals.

Final results from this first
promotional effort will be re-
ported in May 1985. A prelimi-
nary analysis shows that
membership has increased
48.9% over August 1, 1984;
46% of this increase came as
a direct result of the promo-
tional campaign.

After the financial and sub-
scription reports, the mem-
bers heard a report by Fred
Kort, Chairman of the Bylaws
Committee (James F.
Herndon and Thomas C.
Wiegele were the additional
members), on the Commit-
tee's August 29 meeting. Fol-
lowing discussion of the pro-
posed changes in the bylaws,
the members of the Associa-
tion voted to accept revisions
to Article ll, sections 1 to 4
and the addition of Article VII
to the APLS Constitution (see
following). The Association is
most appreciative of Professor
Kort's leadership regarding
these important changes.

Steering Committee
Meeting

The annual meeting of the
Steering Committee of APLS
took place in Washington,
D.C. on August 30, 1984. The
Steering Committee has been
renamed as the *“Council of
the Association.”

Constitution of the
Association for
Politics and the Life
Sciences

Article I: Membership

Section 1: Members of the As-
sociation

Members of the Association
consist of all persons who are
interested in the study of poli-
tics in the context of the life
sciences and who pay annual
dues, as provided in this Arti-
cle, Section 3.

Section 2. Meetings of
Members

Annual meetings of the As-
sociation normally are held in
conjunction with the Annual
Meetings of the American Po-
litical Science Association.
Announcements of the panels
at the Annual Meetings are
included in the printed pro-
gram of the American Political
Science Association.

Section 3: Annual Dues

Annual dues are estab-
lished at the Annual Meeting
of the Association. The
amount of dues is recom-
mended by the Council of the
Association.

Article Il: Officers

Section I: Council of the Asso-
ciation

The Council is delegated to
act for the Association during
the interim between annual
meetings. The Council con-
sists of twelve members of the
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Association, half of whom
shall be elected every two
years for four year terms. The
Executive Director of the As-
sociation serves as an ex of-
ficio member of the Council.
The Council selects for a pe-
riod of two years a Chairper-
son, a Vice-Chairperson, and
a Recording Secretary from its
own membership. The Council
also selects the Executive Di-
rector of the Association, the
Editor of Politics and the Life
Sciences, the Program
Chairperson(s), and the Nomi-
nating Committee, which
selects its own chairperson.

Section 2. Duties of the
Chairperson, Vice-Chairper-
son, and Recording Secretary
of the Council

The Chairperson of the
Council presides at meetings
of the Council and at the An-
nual Meeting of the Associa-
tion. The Vice-Chairperson
presides in the absence of the
Chairperson. The Recording
Secretary keeps the minutes
of the Council and of the An-
nual Meeting.

Section 3: Duties of the Ex-
ecutive Director

The Executive Director co-
ordinates and implements the
activities of the Association.
The Executive Director is re-
sponsible for the financial af-
fairs of the Association and
renders a report on these af-
fairs to the Council and to the
Annual Meeting.

Section 4: Duties of the Pro-
gram Chairperson(s)

It is the responsibility of the
Program Chairperson(s) to or-
ganize and direct the annual
program of the Association.

Section 5. Duties of the
Nominating Committee

The Nominating Committee
nominates from the individaul
membership of the Associa-
tion up to twice the number of
members of the Council to be

elected. With the assistance
of the Executive Director and
within the month following the
Annual Meeting, the Nominat-
ing Committee shall publish a
listing of official nominees. A
period of sixty days shall be
allowed for nomination from
the general membership. Any
nomination from the general
membership shall be accom-
panied by the signatures of
ten percent of the general
membership. At the close of
the sixty day period, the Nomi-
nating Committee shall mail
ballots listing all nominees to
individual members of the As-
sociation. Ballots are returned
to the Nominating Committee
for counting and publishing
results. Each individual mem-
ber has as many votes as
there are positions to be filled
on the Council, and the nomi-
nees receiving the highest
number of votes will be de-
clared elected.

Article IlI: Scholarly Journal

The Association regards Poli-
tics and the Life Sciences as
the medium of scholarly publi-
cation and of communications
concerning professional activ-
ities of its members. It encour-
ages its members to contrib-
ute and subscribe to Politics
and the Life Sciences as the
scholarly journal most ori-
ented toward the substantive
interests of the Association.

Article IV: Programs of the
Association

The Association establishes
panels, workshops, symposia,
and social gatherings at the
Annual Meetings of the Ameri-
can Political Science Associa-
tion and at regional and other
professional meetings.

Article V: Amendments to
the Constitution

All matters not treated in this
Constitution are accommo-
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dated at the Annual Meeting
of the Association in accor-
dance with Sturgis’ Manual of
Parliamentary Procedure.

Article VII: Transition
Procedures

The Steering Committee that
existed under the Constitution
adopted in 1983 is empow-
ered to perform the functions
of the Council under Article I
as amended until the first
Council has been elected. At
the first election under Article
Il as amended, the Associa-
tion shall elect six persons for
two year terms and six per-
sons for four year terms.
