Dostoevsky’s little children often lead to his biggest ideas, and this new approach to inter­
pretation offers an unusual insight into his works and his creative process. It examines his 
use of children—-both real and symbolic—as suffering victims and awakening adults, as 
descriptive tools- and mental images.
