Proposed APSA Constitutional Amendments

The following two amendments have been
proposed to the 1979 Annual Business Meeting:

Amendment for Mail Ballot on
Business Meeting Resolutions

Austin Ranney et al. submitted the following
proposed amendment providing that whenever
one-third or more of the members at the
Annual Business Meeting vote (1) in support of
a motion to repeal, revise, or substitute the
judgment of the Meeting for an act of the
Council or of any officer, or (2) in support of a
resolution introduced by a member, the ques-
tion shall be submitted to the entire member-
ship in a mailed, secret ballot for final deter-
mination.

1. Amend Article VII, Section 1, as follows

“The membership of the Association duly
assembled in the Annual Business Meeting or
in a special meeting called [resolves] may
discuss policy questions brought to it, and
may vote to confirm, revise, or repeal the
action of the Council, or any officer. [ex-
cept in cases where mail ballots are re-
quired.] Whenever one-third or more of
those present and voting at the Annual
Business Meeting vote [in opposition to any
policy question,] to repeal, revise, or substi-
tute the judgment of the Meeting for an act
or recommendation of the Council or of any
officer, the question shall be submitted to
the entire membership in a mailed, secret
ballot under conditions prescribed by the
Council and shall be determined by a major-
ity of those voting by mail [.] on the
question. One hundred members shall consti-
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
