The Annual Meeting of the South-
ern Political Science Association was
held at the Hyatt Regency West-
shore, Tampa, FL, November 7-9,
1991. Over 800 registrants, guests,
and friends attended 107 panels and
a plenary session, ‘‘Reapportion-
ment in the Southern States,’’ that
included leading practitioners,
elected officials, and scholars.
APSA President James Q. Wilson
(UCLA) asked a packed luncheon
audience, ‘‘What Have We Left Out
of Political Science?’’ and touched
off a spirited exchange. Out-going
SPSA President, Bradley C. Canon
(Kentucky) capped the same day
with an equally challenging presi-
dential address, ‘“The Roles of the
Supreme Court in Zero Sum Games:
Player and Cheerleader.”’

New Officers

A new administration took office
at the meeting. Anne H. Hopkins
(Minnesota) and Micheal W. Giles
(Emory) assumed duties as President
and Vice-President respectively.
Elected to new offices were Charles
D. Hadley (New Orleans), Presi-
dent-Elect; Marian L. Palley (Dela-
ware), Vice-President-Elect; and
Maurice Woodard (Howard and
APSA), Recording Secretary. Merle
Black (Emory), Thomas Lauth
(Georgia), and Joel Thompson
(Appalachian State) were elected to
three-year terms on the Executive
Council.

Journal of Politics
Editor Search Begun

A constitutional amendment con-
cerning the editorship of the Journal
of Politics was passed by the Asso-
ciation that changed the term of

“Feminist Consciousness and Candi-
date Preference Among Americans,
1972-1988.”” The Brooks-Cole Award

for the Best Paper presented by a
graduate student was presented to
David R. Reed and Charles E.
Smith, Jr. for their paper, ‘‘Estimat-
ing the Separate Effects of Party
Identification and Short-Term Par-
tisan Orientations on the Vote.”
