Foreword by Sir Mortimer Wheeler. This is the first book to set out in
detail the skilled techniques required in photographing archaeological
sites; it will become a standard work. It is not a textbook on the camera
— or on the theory of optics, chemistry or the properties of light. Its
purpose is rather to place in the hands of site supervisors and students
a simple approach to photography as applied to archaeology, and in this
respect it is intensely practical. The author, who is instructor in photo-
graphy at the Institute of Archacology, University of London, is probably
the best and most experienced archaeological photographer in the world,
and he has included a wealth of practical advice and hints based on his
many years’ experience. The 25 photographs illustrate the pitfalls to be
avoided by the student or practitioner, and there is a useful index.
