Izaak Walton Killam Memorial Prize

Dr. Jules Hardy, a well known Montreal neurosurgeon, is the
winner of the 1989 Izaak Walton Killam Memorial Prize for
health sciences and was presented with the $50,000 prize at a
news conference held in Montreal, March 28th.

The lzaak Walton Killam Memorial Prizes, inaugurated in 1981,
are financed through funds donated to the Council by Mrs.
Dorothy J. Killam before her death. The prizes are Canada’s
most prestigious annual awards given in recognition of distin-
guished lifetime achievement in the natural sciences, engineer-
ing and health sciences.

Dr. Jules Hardy has acquired an international reputation in neu-
rosurgery, in particular for his work on the pituitary gland. His
contribution to neurosurgery was quickly recognized by the
medical community for having changed the course of neuroen-
docrinological surgery and of neuroendocrinology in general.
Recognized on many occasions for his accomplishments, Dr.
Hardy is the recipient of numerous prizes and distinctions
including, among the most recent, the titles of Officer of the
Order of Canada and Chevalier de L’Ordre du Québec.

Partners in Research is a Provincial organization of communi-
ty-minded citizens with chapters at present in Toronto and
London. It aims to promote knowledge and understanding of the
continuing advancement of medical research and the relevance
to human and animal health. Its goals are to educate the public,
expecially young people, about the tremendous benefits to the
human condition, both in terms of lives saved and of improve-
ments to the quality of life, accruing from medical research and
to emphasize the essential role of the responsible animal experi-
mentation in this process. It will make available historical and
current information on disease. The organization will become
an interpreter of medical science for the lay public and a con-
duit through which scientific advances and their relevance to
health care can be conveyed to the general public.

Epilepsy Canada/Parke-Davis Canada Research Fellowship

The Epilepsy Canada/Parke-Davis Canada Research Fellowship
is offered to develop expertise in clinical or basic epilepsy
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research and to enhance the quality of care for epilepsy patients
in Canada. The award of the fellowship is $35,000 annually.
Epilepsy Canada will present the award at the annual meeting of
the Canadian Congress of Neurological Sciences.

Research must be carried out at a Canadian facility, with project
emphasis on the study of epilepsy itself and not on epilepsy as
part of the study of another field. The Fellowship is primarily a
training program and is not intended for individuals holding
faculty appointments. Applicants must have an M.D. or a Ph.D.
Those with an M.D. must have completed residency training.

Applications forms will be available September 1, 1989. The
deadline for submission is December 1, 1989.
