new field of Communist psychology shaped up? What version of Soviet psychology
was introduced into Communist China, and what modifications have been made to
suit China's national and political goals? What branches of this new psychology have
been allowed to expand and engage in practical research? What are the major issues
in psychology? And what is the nature of the subject matter as it is taught in colleges
and universities? In their examination of these questions, the authors describe the
debates surrounding the field, as well as the groups and organizations that conduct
research; and they trace the development of the field in the areas of education, medi-

The Great Leap Forward began in 1958 and touched, in the successive years, nearly
everything in Chinese life, including the traditions of academic scholarship. The
study of history was given special attention, offering the temptation of an entire past
to be reinterpreted along Marxist-Maoist lines, and from Great Leap days onward
Chinese historians were pressured to a greater or lesser degree to demonstrate how
the course of Chinese history was an enactment of the victorious class struggle in its
various manifestations.

History In Communist China evaluates the success of this movement in a collection
of authoritative studies, covering problems in Chinese historiography from before the
Great Leap to just before the latest fever of the Cultural Revolution. The book is
essentially a preliminary reconnaissance of the work done by Chinese historians dur-
ing the first fifteen years of the People's Republic.
With two exceptions, these chapters were originally prepared either for presentation

at, or as background material for, the 1964 conference on "Chinese Communist His-
toriography" sponsored by the China Quarterly. $2.95 (cloth edition $12.50)
War, Peace, and the Viet Cong
by Douglas Pike
Douglas Pike looks ahead toward the eventual end of the war in Vietnam—not as a
prophet but as a knowledgeable observer who has spent eight years on the scene.
In the words of the late Bernard Fall, "In his job Pike sees more [NLF] material than
anyone except the Front Leaders themselves."
Pike examines the major contenders in the struggle (including those engaged only

indirectly) and documents their objectives—their real desires and their stated de-
mands. As background, he surveys the sweep of events from early times to the pres-
ent and establishes the milieu of the life of the people in its social-psychological and
its historical-political aspects. From this basis of understanding, he traces for the
reader alternative possible outcomes of the struggle and evaluates their likelihood.
