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FOREWORD / AVANT-PROPOS

Ottawa Dipterology (1937–1989)

Festschrift commemorating the coordinators

of the Manual of Nearctic Diptera and their

contributions to building the Canadian National

Collection of Insects. Part 2.

This is the second of three consecutive issues

of The Canadian Entomologist celebrating the

careers of the former Diptera curators of the

Canadian National Collection of Insects (CNC)

and their efforts as coordinators of the three

volumes of the Manual of Nearctic Diptera. Part

1 of this Festschrift was published in 2011 in The

Canadian Entomologist 143 (6).

Each of the curators and coordinators of the

Manual (Frank McAlpine, Bobbie Peterson, Guy

Shewell, Herb Teskey, Dick Vockeroth and

Monty Wood) has left a lasting legacy and they

are being honoured here as a group. Details

about their accomplishments have been given in

the foreword and introductory paper of Part 1.

Also given there are lists of their publications

and taxa named after them, and a selection of

photographs (see also www.canacoll.org/Diptera/

Main/diptera.htm).

Part 2 of the Festschrift commences with a

tribute to the CNC dipterists including brief

personal anecdotes and the description of six

new species honouring them. Several additional

papers on systematics follow and include

descriptions of new taxa in seven families of

Diptera from United Arab Emirates, Australia

and North and South America, as well as new

species from Eocene ambers. In addition, the

diversity of muscid flies between historical (pre-

1965) and contemporary (2007) samples from

Churchill (Manitoba, Canada) is analysed. These

contributions to the Festschrift are all of high

quality and illustrate the broad impact CNC

dipterists have had on the international Diptera

community.

de l’ambre de l’Éocène. De plus, la diversité des

mouches de la famille des muscidés provenant

d’échantillons historiques (d’avant 1965) et con-

temporains (2007) de Churchill (Manitoba, Canada)

est analysée. Ces contributions à la Festschrift sont

toutes de haute qualité et illustrent l’impact con-

sidérable que les diptéristes de la CNC ont eu sur la

communauté internationale de diptéristes.
