General Notes

In his earlier years he was chiefly concerned with the study of deaf-
mutism, but latterly he turned his attention to the intracranial and other
complications of middle-ear disease and published numerous papers on
this subject,

In 1911 he founded the Scandinavian Society for Oto-laryngology
and became its first President.

Holger Mygind was very well known in this country, where he
found his talented wife, and was especially helpful to it during the
Great War when he rendered distinguished service as a member of the
British Red Cross Society.

He was a well-known figure at meetings and congresses and will be
remembered and regretted by his numerous friends in many countries.
