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COMPARATIVE STUDIES

IN SOCIETY AND HISTORY *

An international quarterly 5 now three years old, is a forum
for the presentation and discussion of the kinds of research
in which comparisons between one society and another may
be illuminating. Historians have rightly been afraid of un-
sound comparisons leading to shallow generalization. Yet
as they continue to reeaxmine European history, and as they
push further into the history of other parts of the world, they
are of necessity drawn into making comparisons. Better
communication with their more theoretically-minded colleagues
in the social sciences, especially with those in sociology and
social anthropology, is for this reason more and more wel-
come. It is also mutually helpful, for historians have more
experience in dealing with the complexities of social and cul-
tural change over long stretches of time. Their research is
therefore an aid in the testing of sociological and anthropolo-
gical theory.

Contributors to the first three volumes of Comparative
Studies in Society and History have been interested in such matters
as the role of intellectuals in society, in the fate of aristocracies
under imperial regimes, in the theory of representation, in
the nature of revolution, in the structure of alien enclaves
within a society and in the working of a multi-cultural society.
The problems have been presentend in the main through new
case studies of particular contexts. The Editorial Committee
serves as a liaison between authors, so that companion studies
published together, and series of articles, may be written inde-
pendently and yet with an eye to similar main questions. Theo-
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retical discussion then follows by way of comment. Debate,
preferably constructive, is invited.

Volume IV, no. i (November 1961) consists of new work
in comparative law and in the study of cities." J. D. M. Derrett
(University of London) gives us a critical examination of British
experience in the administration of Hindu law io India. Richly
documented, the article compares British experience in India
with the French and Portuguese record and is based on pro-
found study of the social implications of changes in a system
of law. A. St. J. Hannigan (Royal College of Nairobi) simi-
larly examines some of the problems current in Africa from
attempts to engraft Western law forms. Michael D. Coe
(Yale) essays a comparison between the Classic Maya and Khmer
civilizations, both of which he sees as cases of civilization
arising around cult centres that for environmental reasons failed
to become true residential cities. His discussion is stimulating
background to what is hoped will be a continuing series of
studies of the role of different types of city in ordered direction
of the forces of social organization. The Editor introduces
this theme in a review article, « The Creativity of Cities »,
dealing with some recent important books. John Friedmann
(Massachusetts Institute of Technology) then carries the theme
further with the help of new concepts that are emerging among
urban sociologists.
