In March 1996, the Woodrow Wilson School and the James A. Baker III Insti-
tute for Public Policy convened a group of key former Soviet and American
officials who had been counterparts in the final period of the cold war. The
conference offered them the opportunity to discuss how they managed the
tumultuous diplomacy during the three years from the accession of President
George Bush in January 1989 to the collapse of the Soviet Union in December
1991. Discussions covered the "pause" in relations with the Soviets declared
by President Bush in February 1989, the collapse of Communism in Europe
in the fall of that year, the new relationship that developed between Bush and
Gorbachev at the Malta summit in December, the genesis and management of
the "two-plus-four" talks on Germany in early 1990, collaboration between
the superpowers against Iraq's occupation of Kuwait, and the dramatic domes-
tic developments in the Soviet Union that culminated in the August 1991
coup and the collapse of the Soviet state four months later.

The former American officials participating in the conference and their
official positions in the period under discussion were Secretary of State James
A. Baker III; National Security Adviser General Brent Scowcroft; Counselor
of the State Department Robert Zoellick; Ambassador to the Soviet Union
Jack E. Matlock Jr.; and National Security Council staff member Philip Zelikow.
The former Soviet participants were Foreign Minister Alexandr Bessmertnykh;
Anatoly S. Chernyaev, personal adviser on foreign affairs to General Secretary
and President Mikhail Gorbachev; Sergei Tarasenko, principal foreign policy
assistant to Foreign Minister Eduard Shevardnadze; and Pavel Palazchenko,
special assistant and interpreter to President Gorbachev.

How States and Nations Develop and Dissolve
Lars-Erik Cederman

The disappearance and formation of states and nations after
the end of the Cold War have proved puzzling to both theorists
and policymakers. Lars-Erik Cederman argues that this lack of con-
ceptual preparation stems from two tendencies in conventional
theorizing. First, the dominant focus on cohesive nation-states as
the only actors of world politics obscures crucial differences
between the state and the nation. Second, traditional theory usual-
ly treats these units as fixed.

Cederman offers a fresh way of analyzing world politics: com-
plex adaptive systems modeling. This shifts attention away from
the exclusively behavioral focus of conventional international rela-
tions theory toward a truly dynamic perspective that treats the
actors of world politics as dependent rather than independent vari-
ables.

Jonathan Kirshner examines how states can—and have—used
international currency relationships and arrangements as instru-
ments of coercive power for the advancement of state security.
Kirshner lays the groundwork for the study of what he calls mone-
tary power by providing a taxonomy of the forms that such power
can take and of the conditions under which it can have effect.

Akira Iriye situates the efforts of
intellectuals and artists to foster
international cultural exchange and
cooperation within the political and
historical contexts of the twentieth
century. He describes a surprising
array of efforts to foster cooperation,
from the creation of an international
language to student exchange
programs, international lecture
circuits, and other cultural activities.
But he does not overlook the tensions
the movement encountered with the
real politics of the day, including the
militarism that led up to the World War
I, the rise of extreme strains of
nationalism in Germany and Japan
before World War II, and the bipolar
rivalries of the Cold War.

Iriye concludes that the effort of
cultural internationalism can be
appreciated only in the context of
world politics. A lasting and stable
world order, he argues, cannot rely just
on governments and power politics; it
also depends upon the open exchange
of cultures among peoples.
